Cheshire and North Wales Centre Champion Mike Roberts took Manchester 17's club championship and best performance at the same time by just a single mark on a warm and muggy Saturday evening. But Mike didn't win the main award which is reserved in this special event for the Best Novice and that was part time enduro clubman Rob Kelsall who braved a tough 50/50 route to end the day on a hard 41. 

Former Cheshire champion Mark Reynolds pushed Roberts all the way and at the end both were claiming 12 but Mike must have received some observing generosity but as Mark commented Mike always seams to get more cleans anyway. That would have also been the case with Mark on 31 and Mike on 32 cleans. Mike Critchlow's return to trials after a few years has seen him getting closer to the top local runners at each event. This time the grip and tight technical sections of the classic Hawks Nest venue suited his style with a total of just 20 for third. 

Toby Eyre turned up on a white 4 stroke Scorpa and took the 50% route by a mile from Adrian Bellis who's second was easily enough for the clubs clubmen’s championship. His only treat Henry Rosenthal collapsed to 5th on 64 marks on sections that really did not suite Henry's all action high speed technique. Rob Kelsall was 3rd and Stewart Cripps was 4th with a 62 benefiting from the practice gained in on the big rocks in the French 4day trial. 

The easier route if that is possible at this steep and difficult venue was taken by local farmer’s lad Daniel Turnock with just 13 marks. A distant second on 36 was the experienced Jodi Henson on his trusty Fantic 160 with best B class rider Greg Callaghan getting used to the Derbyshire rocks after his move from Ireland on 37. Garth Salt took best youth C on 41 with Iain Robinson on home ground and a borrowed scruffy TY175 on 42.
